THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD, 2015 (21B) 
1st Reading: Isaiah 55:1-11 

Psalm: Isaiah 12:2-3, 4bcd, 5-6. RX =You will draw water joyfully from the springs of salvation. 
2nd Reading: 1 John 5:1-9 

Gospel: Mark 1: 7-11 
 

Please refer to (A) and (B) above when I cite below the text of the Lectionary or Bible. 

The Baptism of the Lord closes the Christmas sea-

son and returns us to the gospel of Mark, the gos-

pel featured in the present liturgical year we call 

year B.  

Mark’s description of Jesus’ baptism is concise, 

almost stark.  He has Jesus leave his home village 

of Nazareth and walk east some 15 miles to the 

Jordan River to begin a new stage in his life: pub-

lic ministry.  This is more than a physical, geo-

graphic movement; it is really a matter of the core 

social value, honor/shame.  That Jesus would 

leave his native environs and his association with 

his extended family is shocking behavior to the 

Middle Eastern mindset.  Even today, in that 

world, the extended family is the principal social 

institution.  The well-being of that collective is of 

paramount importance for its very survival.  

Therefore, all allegiance is owed to the extended 

family, and one’s identity is derived from the fact 

that one has a place within it; apart from it, there 

is no identity.  In fact, there is no survival; any-

one not a member of a given group is an outsider 

who is owed nothing beyond hospitality.  Our 

concept of individual autonomy was simply not 

part of their social consciousness.  So, their men-

tality would be horrified at the idea of a person 

cut off from a core group.  Thus, Mark shows Je-

sus as taking a shameful step, bringing isolation 

to himself and shame to the family.1 

Verses 10 and 11 solve this dilemma.  A voice 

from heaven calls him Son … my beloved, simulta-

neously claiming him as well as giving him iden-

tity.  Apart from the group, there is no identity!  

Recall that in Matthew,2 this is precisely what Jo-

seph did for Jesus when God convinced him to 

proceed with the betrothal and marry Mary who 

was pregnant while they had not yet cohabited; 

Joseph claims the unborn as his own.  A child be-

came a member of the family only when the fa-

ther acknowledged it; only then did the child 

have status and a right to the security that the 

group could supply.  Here, it is none other than 

God who directly speaks to this son, acknowl-

edging Jesus as Son; more, Jesus is beloved, and 

God says, with you I am well p leased ; more, the 

Spirit descends upon Jesus, empowering him (for 

mission).  Note that in the bible story, after the 

Baptism, Jesus is driven into the desert, away 

from family, to encounter his temptations, fol-

lowing which he calls certain men to join him in 

ministry, thereby forming his own group3 apart 

from his extended family.  
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Sharing the Living Story 

So What?   
What are the constraints in our culture that seem to keep us from witnessing, from testifying,  

from publicly acknowledging that Jesus is indeed who Mark says he was: Son of God, the Beloved, the One 
who bids us to follow.  Maybe describe for yourself what it means to follow Jesus.  Tell of the time you have 

felt empowered by the Holy Spirit to follow a certain course.  How was that ministry to others? 

Careful reading of this pericope4 or the larger bibli-

cal context passage does not indicate that anyone 

witnessed this baptism (possibly John?).  Where is 

Mark leading?  He has been attentive to cultural 

norms of his time.  Now he seems to ignore the fact 

that honor is a public proclamation of worth and 

that claim must be publicly acknowledged by oth-

ers.  If the baptism is a private, personal event that 

only Jesus sees, there can be no honor.  This may 

be part of Mark’s so-called messianic secret, an 

attempt to reveal gradually who Jesus is so people 

(the disciples, the reader, ourselves) can eventually 

appreciate just who is the dying and rising One.  

Later in this chapter as well as throughout the gos-

pel, Mark keeps the messianic secret by showing 

Jesus enjoin to secrecy those whom he heals.  Yet, 

the heavens [are] torn apart.  To the Judean ear, this is a 

signal that heaven and earth are about to meet – 

God and man will touch.  Who are the ones to see 

this?  Who will acknowledge this claim to honor 

and publicly proclaim it?  It can only be those who 

heard Mark’s story in his time and ourselves in our 

time.  

It seems that God is calling.  At vv.1-3, Isaiah 

quotes the Lord as calling those who have no mon-

ey as well as those who do (that’s everybody!) to 

come to [him] heedfully, listen, that [they] may have life 

… that then God will renew with [them] the ever-

lasting covenant, the benefits assured to David.  The 

ancient covenant, voided by Israel as it walked 

away from the lord, will be renewed by God if we 

but turn to  the Lord for mercy; to our God, who is 

generous in forgiving (v.7c).  At v.9, in the Second 

Reading, we learn that If we accept human testi-

mony, the testimony of God is surely greater.  Now the 

testimony of God is this, that he has testified on behalf of 

his Son.  What greater affirmation to status can there 

be?

It may be discontinuous as in the  
 Responsorial from Isaiah 12 or have words added, as in today’s gospel, This is what John the Baptist proclaimed  was substituted for  
 And this is what he proclaimed; in the First Reading, Thus says the Lord, is not in the biblical text; in the Second Reading, the word Beloved ,  
 is not in the biblical text.  These additions clarify the isolated lectionary text.

Marriage: To be married at Saint Anne, your 
preparation process should begin 7 months to one year 
prior to your wedding date.  Please call the parish 
office to secure a date as soon as possible.  Membership 
at Saint Anne is not a requirement.  We look forward to 
helping you during this time of engagement and 
preparation for the vocation of Christian marriage. 
 

First Eucharist and First Reconciliation: These 
sacraments are typically celebrated in second grade.  
Candidates must be registered parishioners and 
complete the two-year preparation program.  Please 
call the GIFT office at 847.620.3067 with questions. 
 

Confirmation: This sacrament is celebrated in high 
school.  Candidates must be registered parishioners 
and complete the two-year preparation program.
