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By Clem Aseron Sharing the Living Story 

Note that I am speaking in two time frames: while 
I do concentrate on the time near year 32 CE 
(formerly AD) when Jesus was speaking to the 
chief priests and elders of the people (21:23), I also 
refer to the evangelist (gospel writer), Matthew, 
addressing his own faith community between the 
years 70-90 CE.  

The gospel for today as well as for the two         
succeeding Sundays uses parables to answer the 
question posed by his opponents, the chief priests 
and elders, at 21:23, about the source of Jesus’    
authority.  At 21:24 ff., Jesus wins at the ever-
present game challenge/riposte and while losing, 
no honor refuses to answer their question.  Yet, as 
the Judean (Jewish) leaders (and the Pharisees – 
added to the group of leaders at 21:45) of Jesus’ 
time as well as Matthew’s community as well as 
ourselves come to learn, it is Jesus’ practice of the 
faithful love pledged by the Father to people and 
by people to Father in their covenant with one   
another that is operating. 

The so-called Parable of the Two Sons well illus-
trates one of the literary devices I described last 
week.  Using the metaphor of parable, Matthew 
asks his readers to shift paradigms in order to see 
with different eyes; therefore, it appears as though 
he is abandoning the core Middle Eastern value of 
honor/shame.  Underlying Jesus’ story of the two 
sons is their well-remembered ancient Hebrew 
scripture story of Nathan and David (2 Samuel 
12:1–).  It is a model by which Matthew shows his 
own community that the judgment brought upon 
the two sons is pointing to a reality that existed 
back at the time of Jesus: a reality that involved the 

chief priests and the elders of the people, tax      
collectors and prostitutes as well as John the     
Baptist.  

• This story of the two sons is a window into the 
reality in which the chief priests/elders as well as 
the tax collectors/prostitutes had actually moved 

• Matthew solicits judgment on the sons (vv. 28a 
and 31a)  

• The mirror reveals that in reality, it is the chief 
priests/elders and tax collectors/prostitutes who 
are being judged (vv. 31c and 32c) 

Recall that honor/shame is a public value.  For any 
change of status to occur, honor must be gained (or 
lost) in full view of all; Matthew clearly sets the 
scene in a very public place (v.23).  The second son 
who publicly assents to his fatherʹs command, 
therefore, upholds honor.  The first son publicly 
shames his father and denies him the honor to 
which he is due by the Law of Moses.  However, 
the question Matthew puts on the lips of Jesus 
(v.31) is not about honor!  Matthew is asking his 
community about a different issue: Which of the two 
did the will of the father? 

The leaders are like the second son.  They have  
responsible, high public positions in the            
community, but they only pay lip service to God, 
for they only listened to John the Baptist, but did 
not go (v.32) to work in the vineyard.  On the other 
hand, the despised tax collectors and prostitutes 
(both of whom consorted with the Roman           
oppressors) are like the first son who initially     
rebuffs God but later changes his mind and goes to 
the vineyard.  It is they who listen to John the

Baptist, change their minds (do a paradigm shift) 
and go to do the will of the father. 

One other thing our own cultural mindset could 
easily overlook—the sons were sent to work in the 
vineyard.  Matthew’s people would have recalled 
their Hebrew scripture: ... the vineyard of the Lord of 
hosts is the house of Israel (Isaiah 5:1). To be sent to 
work there would be to work in that kingdom to 
which John the Baptizer had called all of them 
(Matthew 3:2).  Recall also that last week, we read 
the parable that began: The kingdom of God is like a 
landowner ... the vineyard described there is the 
kingdom into which all are called to work. 
(Matthew 20:1-16a) 

Matthew is holding up the mirror to the leaders: 
So, you think you are following Godʹs word, do 
you?  Are you?  Are you following what John   
proclaimed, the way of righteousness?  You are    
leaders; are you seeing to it that relationships are 
as God wants them to be: righteous, that is, right or 
correct, among all people, so that none is             
oppressed in any fashion?  This is quite a para-
digm shift.  The people are asked to abandon their 

core cultural value of honor/shame and work     
instead to make all relationships righteous, i.e., 
even, correct, with no one being on top and no one 
being under. 

It’s all about God!  The psalm refrain captures it: 
Remember [your] mercies, O Lord. 

Ezekiel has it: if he turns from the wickedness, he has 
committed and does what is right and just, he shall pre-
serve his life; since he has turned away from all the sins 
he has committed, he shall surely live, he shall not die.   

Paul insists: Do nothing out of selfishness or out of 
vainglory; rather, humbly regard others as more       
important than yourselves … Have in you the same 
attitude that is also in Christ Jesus, who, though he was 
in the form of God, did not regard equality with God 
something to be grasped.  Rather, he emptied himself, 
taking the form of a slave … he humbled himself,      
becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a 
cross.   

Matthew clearly points the way: Everything is 
open to you, for true honor lies only in changing 
your minds and doing the will of Father-God. 

So What? 
Does this parable or any parable work in modern times?   

It is not easy to apply window, judgment, mirror as we live out our lives.   
Can we shift paradigms to look at how society treats life from the unborn  

to those in the waning days of their lives, for example:  
maybe scrutinize leadership as they deal with those who abuse children;  

maybe dialogue with those who ask that people kill others by war;  
maybe ask why some label some people as “other”  

and exclude them from sustenance …?
