Shelter Alliance (SA) is a program of GRC Wireless 

Recycling, www.grcrecycling.com, a private sector 

company dedicated exclusively to socially responsible 

cell phone recycling.  With over 2,000 active              

participants in 50 states, Canada and Puerto Rico, SA is 

the largest cell phone recycling program in the U.S.  SA 

participants have earned over $4,000,000.00 since 2001. 
 

When SA began their mission in 2001, they discovered 

that cell phone fundraising revenue was primarily   

funneled to national nonprofits, leaving local            

organizations without their due share.  Additionally, 

large surpluses of phones from 911 emergency phone 

collections left social service organizations with offices full of 

phones and no responsible recycling solution.  Shelter 

Alliance was established to offer local community    

organizations a viable, profitable fundraising option. 

Four years later, they still hold true to their founding 

principles: accountability, individualized attention to each 

participant and responsiveness. 

During January, Faithjustice offers a solution:  

RECYCLE YOUR OLD CELL PHONES.   

Put phones with batteries in the baskets on the hearth in 

the Gathering Space.  Please do not include accessories 

or adaptors and, if able, delete all phone numbers.  The 

phones will be turned over to Shelter Alliance to       

refurbish, resell or recycle. 

All proceeds from this effort benefit the Community 

Crisis Center, a shelter in Elgin, which serves survivors 

of domestic violence, including women and children 

from our area.  The Center receives anywhere from 

$1.00 to $30.00 per viable phone.  The more current the 

phone, the better! 

Phone donations also serve environmental efforts to 

keep electronic equipment and batteries out of local 

landfills.  Old cell phones are disassembled and parts 

are salvaged using eco-friendly methods.

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By Clem Aseron Sharing the Living Story 

In today’s gospel pericope (1:21-28), Mark continues on 

the heels of last week’s seven verses (1:14-20) in an 

equally spare passage: two sets of brothers who were 

the first to be called to follow Jesus, do follow – straight 

into the local Capernaum synagogue.  What a place to 

fish for people, the very seat of authority of the scribes – 

those learned in the Law.  

This year, the feast of the Baptism of the Lord fell on a 

weekday; it proclaimed that Jesus had the ultimate   

patron: Godi.  Today, at 1:21-28, Mark continues to tell 

of a public claim for high honor for Jesus and a public 

acknowledgement of that claim: … [Jesus] entered the 

synagogue and taught … people were astonished at his teach-

ing, for he taught them as one having authority and not as the 

scribes. … the man with an unclean spirit acknowledges 

… I know who you are – the Holy One of God! … He [Jesus] 

commands even the unclean spirits and they obey him.  His 

[Jesus’] fame spread everywhere throughout the whole region 

of Galilee. 

If we can gain insight today into this Mediterranean 

core cultural value, we can better appreciate the         

urgency as Mark writes to his community just after the 

time of the destruction of the Jerusalem Temple (70 

C.E.); despite the chaos, he is confirming to them that 

Jesus indeed had the highest honor. 

Here’s what we know in just 28 verses of Mark’s first 

chapter: an unknown man whose parentage or trade are 

not described, comes from the region called Galilee, 

from Nazareth, a small backwater rural hamlet – can 

anything good come from Nazareth?ii  He travels due 

east, five miles to the Jordan River, where he is          

baptizediii, and we hear a voice from the heavens claim 

that he is God’s very own son; he is thrust into the    

wilderness and upon returning, takes up the Baptizer’s 

cry to repent for the kingdom is at hand; he gathers four 

followers from near Lake Galilee and skirts its west side 

up to Capernaum on its north side where he is now 

some 30 miles from Nazareth.  In Capernaum’s         

synagogue on the Sabbath, he begins to teach and heal.  

Mark narrates this very short story to establish clearly 

Jesus’ honor status, the most important value in that 

culture. 

To prove his thesis that Jesus taught with authorityiv 

(vv. 22 and 27), Mark takes advantage of their view of 

the spirit world.  They believed in a hierarchy of beings 

in which the Lord (their God) was the highest level  

followed by other gods, then by angels, followed next 

by benevolent spirits, then unclean or evil spirits.  All 

these were more powerful than people and could even 

intervene to control human activity for good or evil.  

Recall also the common belief that to name (and there-

fore to identify) a spirit (especially an evil one) was to 

have a measure of control over that spirit.  The people 

in the synagogue, including the new disciples, witness 

this struggle but Mark also attests to it when he writes 

of this to his own community.  At v.24, Mark has the 

unclean spirit call out Jesus’ name and even to go on to 

identify Jesus: I know who you are – the Holy One of 

God!  This is clearly an attempt by the evil spirit to name, 

identify and control Jesus.  But Mark shows Jesus as 

winning this perennial game of challenge/riposte: not 

only does Jesus not succumb to this spirit but he ejects 

the spirit out of the man.  Of course, everyone is 

amazed!  In the hierarchy of beings, Jesus must indeed 

be very high in honor for ultimately, only God is able to 

command spirits.  Mark continues to show that Jesus 

achieves public recognition in vv.27 and 28: What is 

this?  A new teaching – with authority!  He commands … his

Sharing the Living Story 

All that cultural background, SO WHAT?   

What difficulties can we imagine we would encounter if we would try to answer the call  

to go after Jesus (become disciples, 1:17) in light of the following:  

statements about what constitutes a true prophet (today’s Hebrew scripture);  

the assertion in the psalm that the God who made us also shepherds and guides us;  

the admonition by Paul to closely follow the Lord without being distracted  

(the Corinthians passage); the authority Jesus displays because of who he is?

fame began to spread everywhere … Mark is establishing 

just who Jesus is by emphasizing Jesus’ stature through 

his besting the evil spirit in the deadly cultural game of 

challenge/riposte. 

On the literary level, Mark uses a device called parallel-

ism to highlight still another cultural trait.  Note that 

at vv. 22 and 27, he refers to authority in parallel      

fashionv.  Right in the synagogue, the seat of the scribes’ 

authority, on the Sabbath, the very day of their greatest 

influence, Jesus’ authority challenges scribal authority.  

God’s agent, Jesus, wins resolution of the serious game 

of challenge/riposte.  Having bested the unclean spirit, 

having taught them as one having authority, and  not as 

the scribes … at once, his fame spread everywhere throughout 

the whole region of Galilee.  Mark reinforces to his            

community that liberation from marginalization, free-

dom from oppression, lies not in the structures of      

society, not in the teachers of the law (the scribes), not 

even in the law itself but rather in believing in Jesus and 

following him (note all of v.15 … Repent, and believe in 

the gospel).  Right in the middle of this inclusion (endnote v) 

is the clue to this authority: … you are – the Holy One of 

God!  Recall v.11: Yahweh, our God – the most high One – 

proclaims the highest honor status … You are my beloved 

Son; with you I am well pleased! (endnote i)  

As Mark continues to write, he will de-emphasize the 

act itself, whether a miracle or a healing or an exorcism 

(e.g., see 1:44, 3:12) and instead point his community to 

seek meaning in what underlies the act (see 8:17-21).  It 

would be very helpful to keep this in mind as we see 

what scripture choices the Lectionary presents over the 

coming Sundays 5 and 6. 

Perhaps it is easier to keep our focus on the miracle  

aspect of Jesus’ healing acts.  In our own culture, we    

enjoy the benefits of a “First World” in which we have a 

large measure of control over our lives.  For example, 

we can manipulate the environment (think genetic    

engineering!).  In contrast, can we imagine how the   

majority indigenous population of Guatemala,           

oppressed and marginalized by a more dominant      

culture, might read this pericope?  Would their interpre-

tation be too “political” for us?  

Mark is firmly establishing the high honor of this      

person who just a few short verses ago (1:17) called 

some fishermen (us?) to follow him.

Does he/she make you feel unable 

to do anything right or that you can’t get along in the world 

without his/her help? 

RIDICULE: Does your partner make fun of you alone or in  

other people’s presence? 

BLAMING OTHERS: Does your partner blame others for what 

he/she does or what happens to him/her?
